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Aims and Objectives 


To ensure that opportunities are planned to provide stimulating activities to promote questioning, enjoyment and interest and understanding of other people, places, environments and cultures. 


Through teaching geography our aims are that all children will develop an understanding of the features and conditions which make up the physical and human environment, learn to appreciate how human beings have used the environment with positive and negative effects, and learn to ask questions and propose solutions to environmental problems. Through planned activities the children will develop the geographical skills of observing and comparing places and geographical features and develop the skills of communication using appropriate geographical vocabulary, measuring and recording accurately, interpreting data and using maps, atlases and globes.








Curriculum Organisation 


The geography curriculum follows the National Curriculum and EYFS guidance. A geography curriculum map has been designed to provide full coverage and a clear progression of knowledge and skills which is delivered by teachers either weekly or through blocked sessions or educational visits and fieldwork. As we have mixed-age classes, we do the medium-term planning on a two-year rotation cycle. In this way, we ensure that children have complete coverage of the National Curriculum but do not repeat topics. This also ensures, that the children progress through each year group.








Equal Opportunities, Inclusion and Access 


The geography curriculum is planned to be inclusive and meet the needs and interests of a full range of learners. Activities and resources will be differentiated, and adult support used to ensure that all children participate fully and make the best possible progress, in line with the school inclusion policy.








Planning   


Teachers’ planning is based upon the detailed curriculum map for geography. Planning shows progression and development of knowledge. Key locational knowledge and geography skills are covered throughout the year. Teachers ensure prior knowledge and skills are built upon and pupils are ready for their next phase of learning. It is encouraged that teachers plan opportunities to use the school grounds, local environment and go further afield to conduct geographical fieldwork.











Assessment and Target Setting


Teachers will modify planning and make continuous assessments of the children’s progress. Children are given verbal feedback and written comments from their teacher. Children are expected to contribute to self assessments, thinking of the next steps and lines of enquiry for investigation. 








Recording and Reporting 


Feedback is given to parents about their child’s progress during the autumn term and spring term parents’ evenings.
